The National Park Service has refused a request by the 10th Armored Division Association to 
have the Maryland Wing Band provide music support for the Association's last public event, 
at the World War Two Memorial [National Capital Mall] on September 4. The 10th Armored 
Division Association  represents veterans of the famous "Tiger Division" that held Bastogne 
against German forces during the Battle of the Bulge. This year's memorial service at the 
World War Two Memorial is to be the last meeting of the Association. The Association 
requested the Maryland Wing Band to provide ceremonial music for this event. But a 
National Park Service official told the Association that Park Service regulations forbids any 
music at the WWII Memorial during certain times of the day [including the time requested]. 
NPS refused to grant the vets an exception for this event. Jerome Bluestine of the 10th 
Armored Division Association expressed thanks, on behalf of all the Tigers, to the Maryland 
Wing Band for its willingness to support their activity. Maryland Wing Music Director Major 
George Carroll said: "thanks to all who were willing to come out for this event. Honoring 
America's veterans is an important part of what we do in Civil Air Patrol Music."
